Prior to meeting CG issued to all members summary of benefits of both UK Athletic and ARC bodies as alternative to MCAA. Change imposed by change in English Athletics structure.

Following a general debate around all the benefits, advantages and disadvantages a vote was taken as to which organisation Stilton Striders should affiliate to:

22. Affiliation Vote:
The results of the vote were 14 UK Athletics, nil ARC and 1 abstainer.

23. Change to club year end:
As a consequence of affiliating to UK Athletics it was debated that the clubs year end should coincide to their’s ending 31st March each year. If supported Stiltons’ next AGM will not be Oct/Nov 2007 but March 2008. To reflect this an annual and six month treasurers report will be required.

The results of the vote were 13 in favour and two abstainers. Carried.
